Selection criteria for participants 

• Student mobility for studies (10 points) 

a) Academic merit: “excellent” (less preferable “excellent” and “good”). With 

equivalent academic level, the preference is assigned to students from less 

advantaged socio-economic backgrounds (5 points). 

b) Language skills: equivalent to C 1 (3 points) 

c) Additional skills, specific academic interest, motivation, responsibility, socio-

economic backgrounds (2 points) 

 

• Staff mobility for teaching: (10 points) 

a) Interest for the sending institution of the draft mobility programme 

submitted by their staff member (3 points) 

b) Language skills: equivalent to B2 (3 points) 

c) Position of a full time PhD (3 points) 

d) Experience of working in international projects (1 point) 

 

The sending institution is responsible for the selection of participants, as well as 

for the publication of the selection results. UCO International Relations Office 

may, at any time, ask for document clarification on the selection process made by 

the Partner institution.
