Absolute monarchy is a monarchical form of government where the monarch exercises
ultimate governing authority as head of state and head of government, thus wielding political
power over the sovereign state and its subject peoples. In an absolute monarchy, the transmission
of power is two-fold, hereditary and marital; as absolute governor, the monarch’s authority is not
legally bound or restricted by a constitution.

An act of Parliament (Act of Parliament) is a statute (commonly called a law) enacted
as primary legislation by a national or sub-national parliament.

A Bill is a proposed law under consideration by a legislature. A bill does not become law
until it is passed by the legislature and, in most cases, approved by the executive. Once a bill has
been enacted into law, it is called an act or a statute.

A bill of rights is a list of the most important rights of the citizens of a country. The
purpose of these bills is to protect those rights against infringement. The term "bill of rights"
originates from England, where it referred to the Bill of Rights 1689. Bills of rights may be
entrenched or unentrenched. An entrenched bill of rights cannot be modified or repealed by a
country's legislature through normal procedure, instead requiring a supermajority or referendum;
often it is part of a country's constitution and therefore subject to special procedures applicable to
constitutional amendments. A not entrenched bill of rights is a normal statute law and as such
can be modified or repealed by the legislature at will. In practice, not every jurisdiction enforces
the protection of the rights articulated in its bill of rights.

Capitol - (a building occupied by a state legislature); Capitol, Capitol Building - (the
government building in Washington where the United States Senate and the House of
Representatives meet)
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A coat of arms or armorial bearings (often just arms for short), in European tradition,
is a design belonging to a particular person (or group of people) and used by them in a wide
variety of ways. Unlike seals and emblems, coats of arms have a formal description that is
expressed as a blazon.

Colonization is invading and taking over sovereignty of another area, which then
becomes known as a colony.

A Colony - is a territory under the immediate political control of a state. For colonies in
antiquity, city-states would often found their own colonies. Some colonies were historically
separate countries, while others were territories without definite statehood from their inception.

Conservative Party (UK) - the Conservative and Unionist Party, more commonly
known as the Conservative Party, is a political party in the United Kingdom. Founded in its
present form during the early 19th century, it has since been the principal centre-right party in
the UK.

A constitution is a set of fundamental principles or established precedents according to
which a state or other organization is governed.

A constitutional monarchy is a form of government in which a monarch acts as head of
state within the parameters of a written (i.e., codified), unwritten (i.e., uncodified) or blended
constitution. It differs from absolute monarchy in that an absolute monarch serves as the sole
source of political power in the state and is not legally bound by any constitution.

A Council - is a type of committee that leads or governs.

Declaration- the act of declaring. The 1% pleading in a common-law action. A statement
made by a party to a legal transaction usually not under other. Something that is declared. The
document containing such a declaration.

Declaration of Independence is the historic document in which the "American Colonies
declared freedom from Britain. The Second Continental Congress, a meeting of delegates from
the colonies, adopted the Declaration on July 4, 1776. This date has been celebrated ever since as
the birthday of the United States.

Dominions were autonomous polities that were nominally under British sovereignty,
constituting the British Empire and British Commonwealth, beginning in the latter part of the
19th century. They have included (at varying times) Canada, Australia, New Zealand,
Newfoundland, the Union of South Africa, and the Irish Free State. Over the decades after 1930,
the British dominions each became independent of the United Kingdom. Those that became
sovereign constitutional monarchies within the Commonwealth of Nations and maintained as
their own the same royal house and royal succession from before independence became known
as Commonwealth realms; others soon became republics, ending their status as dominions.

The term ""dominion™ was also used in the names of certain Commonwealth realms;
these included (at varying times) India, Pakistan, Ceylon (Sri Lanka), Kenya, and other.

Election is the process by which people vote for the candidate or proposal of their choice.
The basis of democratic government is that citizens have the right to choose the officials who
will govern them. Elections thus rank as one of the most important political activities. Elections
also serve as a means of peacefully transferring' power from one person or group to another.

Foreign policy - also called the international relations policy, is strategies chosen by
the state to safeguard its national interests and to achieve its goals in international relations. The
approaches are strategically employed to interact with other countries. In the recent time, due to
the deepening level of globalization and transnational activities, the states will also have to
interact with non-state actors. The aforementioned interaction is evaluated and monitored in
attempts to maximize benefits of multilateral international cooperation. Since the national
interests are paramount, foreign policies are designed by the government through high-level
decision making processes. National interests” accomplishment can occur as a result of peaceful
cooperation with other nations, or through exploitation. Usually, creating foreign policy is the
job of the head of government and the foreign minister (or equivalent). In some countries the
legislature also has considerable oversight.
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A federal government is the common government of a federation. The structure of
federal governments varies from institution to institution. Based on a broad definition of a basic
federal political system, there are two or more levels of government that exist within an
established territory and govern through common institutions with overlapping or shared powers
as prescribed by a constitution.

Usual responsibilities of this level of government are maintaining national security and
exercising international diplomacy, including the right to sign binding treaties. Basically, the
central government has the power to make laws for the whole country, unlike the situation with
local governments.

Gross domestic product (GDP) is the market value of all officially recognized final
goods and services produced within a country in a given period of time. GDP per capita is often
considered an indicator of a country's standard of living; GDP per capita is not a measure of
personal income. Under economic theory, GDP per capita exactly equals the gross domestic
income (GDI) per capita.

Government is one of humanity's oldest and most important institutions. From earliest
times, some kind of government has been a vital part of every society. This is because every
society needs some people to make and enforce decisions that affect conduct within the group.
The term government also refers to the process of exercising power in a group.

The Great Depression was a severe worldwide economic depression in the decade
preceding World War I1. The timing of the Great Depression varied across nations, but in most
countries it started in about 1929 and lasted until the late 1930s or early 1940s. It was the
longest, most widespread, and deepest depression of the 20th century, and is used in the 21st
century as an example of how far the world's economy can decline. The depression originated in
the United States, starting with the stock market crash of October 29, 1929 (known as Black
Tuesday), but quickly spread to almost every country in the world.

HM (patient)

Henry Gustav Molaison (February 26, 1926 — December 2, 2008), better known as HM
or H.M., was a memory-impaired patient who was widely studied from the late 1950s until his
death. His case played a very important role in the development of theories that explain the link
between brain function and memory, and in the development of cognitive neuropsychology, a
branch of psychology that aims to understand how the structure and function of the brain relates
to specific psychological processes. Before his death, he resided in a care institute located in
Windsor Locks, Connecticut, where he was the subject of ongoing investigation. His brain now
resides at UC San Diego where it was sliced into histological sections on December 4, 2009.
Henry loved to do crossword puzzles, play bingo, watch TV, and socialize with the people who
took care of him.

The House of Commons is the lower house of the Parliament of the United Kingdom,
which also comprises the Sovereign and the House of Lords (the upper house). Both Commons
and Lords meet in the Palace of Westminster. The Commons is a democratically elected body,
consisting of 646 members, who are known as "Members of Parliament” (MPs). Members are
elected through the first-past-the-post system by electoral districts known as constituencies. They
hold their seats until Parliament is dissolved (a maximum of five years after the preceding
election).

The House of Lords (also known as House of Peers for ceremonial purposes) is the
upper house, but the Second chamber, of the Parliament of the United Kingdom and is also
commonly referred to as "the Lords". Parliament comprises the Sovereign, the House of
Commons (which is the lower house of Parliament and referred to as "the Commons"), and the
Lords. Membership of the House of Lords was once a right of birth to hereditary peers, but
following a series of reforms these now only form a portion of the membership. As of March
2010 the House of Lords has 733 members, 78 more than the 646-seat House of Commons. The
House of Lords, like the House of Commons, assembles in the Palace of Westminster.
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The full, formal title of the House of Lords is The Right Honourable the Lords Spiritual
and Temporal of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland in Parliament
assembled.

House of Representatives is the name of any of many legislative bodies in many
countries and sub-national states. In some countries, the House of Representatives is the lower
house of a bicameral legislature, with the corresponding upper house often called a "senate". In
other countries, the House of Representatives is the sole chamber of a unicameral legislature.
The functioning of a house of representatives can vary greatly from country to country, and
depends on whether a country has a parliamentary or a presidential system. Members of a house
of representatives are typically apportioned according to population rather than geography.

Independence is the self - government of a nation, country, or state by its residents and
population, or some portion thereof, generally exercising sovereignty.

Industrialization is the process of social and economic change that transforms a human
group from a pre-industrial society into an industrial one. It is a part of a wider modernization
process, where social change and economic development are closely related with technological
innovation, particularly with the development of large-scale energy and metallurgy production. It
is the extensive organization of an economy for the purpose of manufacturing.

Domestic policy, also known as public policy, presents decisions, laws, and programs
made by the government which are directly related to issues in the country. Domestic policy is
the set of laws and regulations that a government establishes within a nation’s borders. It differs
from foreign policy, which refers to the ways a government advances its interests in world
politics. Domestic policy covers a wide range of areas, including business, education, energy,
health care, law enforcement, money and taxes, natural resources, social welfare, and personal
rights and freedoms.

The Labour Party is a centre-left political party in the United Kingdom. Founded at the
start of the 20th century, it has been seen since 1920 as the principal party of the Left in England,
Scotland and Wales, but not Northern Ireland, where it has only recently begun to organize
again. Labour first surpassed the Liberal Party in general elections during the early 1920s.

Local government refers collectively to administrative authorities over areas that are
smaller than a state. The term is used to contrast with offices at nation-state level, which are
referred to as the central government, national government, or (where appropriate) federal
government. "Local government™ only acts within powers delegated to it by legislation or
directives of the higher level of government and each country has some kind of local government
which will differ from those of other countries.

Maiori (Neapolitan, Majure; originally Reghinna Maior) is a town and comune on the
Amalfi coast in the province of Salerno (Campania, Italy). It has been a popular tourist resort
since Roman times, with the longest unbroken stretch of beach on the Amalfi coastline.

A monarchy is a form of government in which all political power is absolutely or
nominally lodged with an individual. As a political entity, the monarch is the head of state,
generally until their death or abdication, and "is wholly set apart from all other members of the
state." The person who heads a monarchy is called a monarch. It was a common form of
government in the world during ancient and medieval times.

There is no clear definition of monarchy. Holding unlimited political power in the state is
not the defining characteristic, as many constitutional monarchies such as the United Kingdom
and Thailand are considered monarchies.

A Monarch is the person who heads a monarchy, a form of government in which a
country or entity is usually ruled or controlled by an individual who normally rules for life or
until abdication. Monarchs may be autocrats (absolute monarchy) or may be ceremonial heads of
state who exercise little or no power or only reserve power, with actual authority vested in a
parliament or other body (constitutional monarchy).Monarchs have various titles — king or
queen, prince or princess (eg. Sovereign Prince of Monaco), emperor or empress (eg. Emperor of
Japan, Emperor of India), Shah of Iran), or duke or grand duke (eg. Grand Duke of
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Luxembourg). Many monarchs are distinguished by titles and styles. They often take part in
certain ceremonies, such as a coronation.

Opposition is a term used in positional astronomy to indicate when one celestial body is
on the opposite side of the sky when viewed from a particular place (usually the Earth). In
particular, two planets are in opposition to each other when their ecliptic longitudes differ by
180°.

Parliament is the national lawmaking body of the United Kingdom, Canada, Australia,
Japan, and other democratic countries. Some parliaments are made up entirely of elected
representatives. Others have both elected and appointed or hereditary members.

A Parliamentary monarchy is a state headed by a monarch who is not actively involved
in policy formation or implementation (i.e., the exercise of sovereign powers by a monarch in a
ceremonial capacity); true governmental leadership is carried out by a cabinet and its head - a
prime minister, premier, or chancellor - who are drawn from a legislature (parliament).

A Party (from Latin: pars, Genitive partis, "part”, "portion"”) is a political organization
that typically seeks to influence government policy, usually by nominating candidates with
aligned political views and trying to seat them in political office. Parties participate in electoral
campaigns and educational outreach or protest actions. Parties often espouse an expressed
ideology or vision bolstered by a written platform with specific goals, forming a coalition among
disparate interests.

Population of a country or other area is the total number of people who live in it.
Populations change as a result of migration and a process called natural increase. Natural
increase is a difference between births and deaths. Most countries have more births that deaths,
and so their population increases a net loss results from migration.

President is a title used by many heads of state and leaders of national governments. The
term is also used to refer to the head of a corporation, college, institution, social club, or other
organization. This article deals with presidents as national leaders.

Prime minister heads the executive branch of government in countries with a
parliamentary system. This leader is called a chancellor or premier in some countries. In most
parliamentary systems, the prime minister leads the government in the formation of domestic and
foreign policy and is the voice of the nation in international affairs. Canada, the United
Kingdom, France, and many other countries have a prime minister. In France, however, a
president manages foreign affairs.

Rebellion is a refusal of obedience or order. It may, therefore, be seen as encompassing a
range of behaviors from civil disobedience and mass nonviolent resistance, to violent and
organized attempts to destroy an established authority such as the government. Those who
participate in rebellions are known as "rebels”. A Rebel is distinguished from an outsider. An
outsider is one who is excluded from a group whereas a rebel goes against it. Also, a rebel's
potential to overthrow the leadership is recognized and substantial, unless the rebellion is
crushed, whereas an outsider has been marginalized and is considered to be degenerate.

A reign is the term used to describe the period of a person's or dynasty's occupation of
the office of monarch of a nation (e.g. Canada, Saudi Arabia, Andorra, Tonga) or of a people
KwaZulu-Natal, Belgium. In most hereditary monarchies and some elective monarchies (e.g.
Holy Roman Empire, Kingdom of Poland) there have been no limits on the duration of a
sovereign's reign or incumbency, nor is there a term of office. Thus a reign usually lasts until the
monarch dies, unless the monarchy itself is abolished or the monarch abdicates or is deposed.

A religion is a set of beliefs concerning the cause, nature, and purpose of the universe,
especially when considered as the creation of a supernatural agency or agencies, usually
involving devotional and ritual observances, and often containing a moral code governing the
conduct of human affairs.

A republic is a type of government where the citizens choose the leaders of their country
and the people (or at least a part of its people) have an impact on its government. The word
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"republic” is derived from the Latin phrase res publica, which can be translated as "a public
affair".

The Republican Party is one of the two major contemporary political parties in the
United States, along with the Democratic Party.

The Victorian era of the United Kingdom was the period of Queen Victoria's reign from
June 1837 until her death on the 22nd of January 1901. The reign was a long period of prosperity
for the British people, as profits gained from the overseas British Empire, as well as from
industrial improvements at home, allowed an educated middle class to develop. Some scholars
extend the beginning of the period—as defined by a variety of sensibilities and political games
that have come to be associated with the Victorians—back five years to the passage of the
Reform Act 1832.
