Grammar consists of the two sections or parts: morphology and syntax. Morphology is
the study of the language structure, namely, words, their combinations and classifications.
Syntax is the study of the functioning of the language units in speech. It studies word-phrases
and sentences. Recently there has been proposed one more section of grammar: the study of text.
It considers the text as the biggest language unit. The nature of grammar as a constituent part of
language is better understood in the light of explicitly discriminating the two planes of language
— the plane of content and the plane of expression. Grammatical elements of language present a
unity of the planes, namely, the unity of form and meaning.

MORPHOLOGY AS A SECTION OF THEORETICAL GRAMMAR
STRUCTURE OF THE WORD
PARTS OF SPEECH AND THEIR CLASSIFICATION
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The morphological system of language reveals its properties through the morphemic
structure of words. In traditional grammar, the study of the morphemic structure of the word was
conducted in the light of the two basic criteria: positional (the location of the marginal
morphemes in relation to the central ones) and semantic or functional (the contribution of the
morphemes to the general meaning of the word). Morphemes are divided into free and bound,
overt and covert, segmental and suprasegmental, additive and replacive, continuous and
discontinuous ones. Categorial grammatical meaning is the meaning rendered by language and
expressed by systemic correlation of word-forms. Paradigm is the ordered set of grammatical
forms expressing a categorial function. Grammatical classes of words are called parts of speech.
They are divided into notional and functional ones.

The general categorial meaning of the verb is process that is presented dynamically, i.e.
developing in time. The grammatical categories of the verb are the categories of finitude, person,
number, tense, aspect, voice and mood. Grammatically the verb is the most complex part of
speech. This is due to the central role it performs in the expression of the predicative functions of
the sentence, i.e. the functions establishing the connection between the situation named in the
utterance and reality. The verbs fall into two subsets of forms profoundly different from each
other: the finite set and the non-finite set.
